EXAMPLE: Room 6205 is located in Building 6, 2nd floor.

SEMESTER PARKING PERMITS are $35 per semester for
students and are valid at both campuses in designated
student lots. Permits may be purchased at the Ohlone
Bookstore. The permit must be displayed in full view.

DAILY PARKING PERMITS are $2/day and can be
purchased at permit vending machines in the lots
designated on the campus map. Permit machines in
Fremont accept either cash or credit card. Two hour
coin-operated parking meters are located in lots M
and N.

DISABLED PARKING is enforced at all times, no
exceptions. Requires that both a valid Ohlone parking
permit or daily pass and a valid disabled placard or
license plate be displayed in full view.
