Fremont, CA - Sophomore right-hander Alex Oberle struck out 3 in 2.2 
innings of relief to get the win for Ohlone. Freshman Michael Ussery, and 
Zach Johnson both hit homeruns as the Renegades offense had 12 hits on 
the afternoon. 

Sophomore David Luna started the game, but only went 2.2 striking out 1 
batter. Diablo Valley put up 5 runs on the sophomore. 

 “Luna didn’t have his best stuff today, said Head Coach Jordon Twohig. “But 
the great thing about David is he is a competitor and he went out and battled 
for us keeping the game within 2 runs.” 

The story of the game was the Ohlone bullpen. Kevin Radach, Alex Oberle, 
and Cory Krisman, all combined for 6.1 innings pitcher 0 runs, 10 strikeouts 
on only 2 walks. 

"Those three guys (Radach, Oberle, Krisman) were first-year players in our 
program last season, but they really acted like veteran players tonight, said 
Coach Twohig.”They really gave us a lift on the mound, and that gave our 
offense the time to score the runs we need to come away with the win.” 

Ohlone had some good offensive performance on the afternoon. Sophomores 
Braxton Miller was 2-4 with a 2B and an RBI. Freshman Steven Ramos was 
2-5 with and RBI, Cody Foster was 2-4 with 2 runs scored. Sophomore 
designated hitter Aaron Plimmer had a big RBI double in the 8th inning 
scoring the final run for Ohlone. Also Sophomore Brad Reeves was 1-2 with a 
2B and 2-BB, and Freshman Kyle Holmstrom went 2-4. 

Ohlone continues play in the Merced/Modesto Invitational Tournament on 
Friday at Merced College, game time set for 5:00pm.
