David Luna earned his 5" win of the year
by pitching 7 strong innings, giving up 4 hits, 2 runs,
and 6 strike outs.

Once again, The Renegade offense got started right
away. In the bottom of the 1* inning Ohlone scored 6
runs on 6 hits to give them an early cushion. The key
to the inning was Steven Ramos and Cody Foster
reaching base. Ramos led off with a single and
Foster would be hit by a pitch to put them at 1% and
2" respectively. From there the tandem would run all
over the Rams. After Ramos stole 3™ and Foster
stole 2", Ryan Walterhouse delivered with a single to
score Ramos. Braxton Mille would then single to
bring in Foster and Walterhouse to give the
Renegades a 3-0 lead with 0 outs. Ohlone would
receive 3 more singles in the inning from Zach
Johnson, Kyle Holmstrom, and Ryan Harmon. After the first inning was complete,
Ohlone had given David Luna a 6 run lead.

On the day, the Renegades would pound out 11 runs on 18 hits. Ryan Harmon had his
second great day in a row as he went 2 for 4 with 3 runs batted in and also crushed his
first ever collegiate home run. Zach Johnson went 4 for 4 on the day to lead all Ohlone
batters. Miller, Walterhouse, Holmstrom, and Ramos would all have multi hit days for
the Renegades.

With Ramos’ 3 steals and Foster’s 2 steals both are becoming quite the thieves on the
base paths. Ramos is the state leaders in stolen bases with 29 and Foster is not too far
behind with 17 swipes of his own. The 46 combined steals ranks these two “Runnin
Renegades” as some of the best two base stealers in the state

The Renegades will now head to San Bruno, Ca on Thursday to take on the Skyline
Trojans. Sean Martin will be taking the ball for Ohlone and will be looking for his team
leading 6™ with of the season. First pitch is scheduled for 2:00pm.
