
Ohlone beats Canada at home 15-2 
Padilla earns his 3rd win of the season

Fremont, Ca- The Ohlone Renegades 
(25-5, 12-2) defeated the Canada Colts on 
Saturday by a score of 15-2.  Roberto 
Padilla earned his 3rd win of the season by 
pitching 8 solid innings, giving up only 4 
hits, 2 runs, and struck out 8 Colts batters.  
Ian Hoff pitched a scoreless 9th inning to 
close the game out for Ohlone. 
 
The Renegades not only controlled the 
game on the mound but at the plate as well.  
Ohlone pounded out 15 runs on 16 hits.  On 
the day, five Renegade batters had multiple hit days.  Offensively, Ohlone was lead by 
Steven Ramos (2 for 4, HR, 1 RBI, and 3 runs scored), Cody Foster (2 for 4, 1 RBI, and 
1 run scored), Jeff Johnson (2 for 4, HR, 4 RBI’s, and 3 runs scored), Zack Johnson (3 
for 5, 2B, 3 RBI’s, and 1 run scored), Ryan Walterhouse (2 for 4, 2B, 1 RBI, and 1 run 
scored). 
 
The Renegades grabbed the momentum early as Steven Ramos sent the first pitch of the 
game, from Canada starter Anthony Armanino, over the left field fence for his 2nd home 
run of the season.  After Jeff Johnson reached on a 1 out walk, Zack Johnson doubled to 
deep left centerfield to score Jeff from first.  In the 4th, Ohlone would push another run 

across.  The inning was started with singles by Zack 
Johnson and Ryan Kanzaki to put runners at 1st and 3rd 
with 1 out.  Michael Ussery would then hit a shot to 
shortstop.  The throw to first to get Ussery on the back 
end of a double play would go wide of first base.  The 
error would allow Johnson to score on the play and 
make the score 3-0 Ohlone.   
- Steven Ramos Hit his 2nd HR of the Year 
 
The game would remain tight as both pitchers would 

get into a groove.  Canada would score in the 7th to make the game 3-1.  The Renegades 
would quickly counter with 12 runs in the bottom half of the 7th to put the game out of 
reach.  The inning was highlighted by a three run homerun by Jeff Johnson, a 2 run 
double by David Keller, an RBI 2B by Ryan Walterhouse,  and a 2 run single by Zack 
Johnson.   
With the win, #1 ranked Ohlone remains atop the Coast Pacific Conference with a 12-2 
record.  Ohlone will now host the De Anza Dons on Tuesday March 31st.  The game is set 
to start at 2:00pm.
