San Mateo, Ca - On a blustery day in San Mateo, the Ohlone Renegades (30-7, 15-3)
lost in a pitchers duel to College of San Mateo 4-3. Starting on the mound for the
Renegades was freshmen Roberto Padilla. Padilla pitched 6 innings, scattering 6 hits, 2
earned runs, and striking out 7 Bulldog batters. Alex Oberle Eitched 2 innings in relief,
giving up 1 run on 2 hits. Oberle came into the game in the 7" inning with 2 runners on
with 0 outs and proceeded to get a fly ball to left and a double play to end the Bulldog
threat.

Offensively, the Renegades scrapped for 6 hits and scored 3 runs. All 3 runs came in the
top half of the 5™ inning. Ryan Walterhouse led off with a double to left center field.
With Walterhouse still catching his breathe, Ryan Kanzaki moved him to 3" base by
hitting a hard ground ball to the first baseman. Michael Ussery would come through for
Ohlone with 1 out. Ussery lined a fastball to right field for an RBI single and give
Ohlone their 1% run of the day. After Ussery was advanced to 2" base by a sac bunt from
Aaron Chavez, Steven Ramos walked to put runners at 2" and 3. Cody Foster
delivered his lone hit of the afternoon with a hard single to right field. On the play
Ussery scored and Ramos galloped in to 3. On the next pitch, Jeff Johnson hit a tough
chopper to third base. The ball took a Renegade hop and eluded the glove of the Bulldog
third basemen. Ramos would scamper across home plate for Ohlone 3" run of the game.
At the time, Ohlone would have a 3-2 advantage over San Mateo.

Ohlone remains atop the Coast-Pacific Conference with a 15-3 record. The Renegades
will now travel to Aptos, Ca to take on Cabrillo College in the seasons rubber match.
Taking the ball on the bump for Ohlone will be Sean Martin. Game time is scheduled
for 2:00pm.
