Gilroy, Ca- On a sun drenched day in the garlic capital of the world, the Ohlone 
Renegades (34-8, 19-4) swept the season series from the host Gavilan Rams by a score of 
18-6.  Sophomore David Luna earned 8th victory of the season.  Luna pitched 5 innings, 
allowing 6 hits, 4 runs, and struck out 4 batters.  The Renegades received solid relief 
from 3 different pitchers.  Kevin Radach and Jon Sa combined to pitch 2 innings of 
scoreless baseball with both striking out a batter each.  Cory Krisman pitched 2 innings, 
allowing just 1 hit, 2 runs, and struck out 2 Rams on the day.  
 
Pacing the Renegades offensively were Steven Ramos and Zach Johnson.  Ramos went 
3 for 5 with a triple, 2 runs scored, and 4 runs batted in on the day.  Johnson added 3 
knocks of his own, including a double, 2 runs scored, and 2 runs batted in.  The 2 runs 
batted in give Zach 44 on the year.   

 
Ohlone added to their hit by pitch totals as 
well.  The Renegades set a game high for the 
season by wearing 7 pitches.  Kyle 
Holmstrom led the way by being hit twice.  
Other bright spots for the Renegades came 
from the bench.  Tanner Laran got a hold of 
a fastball and sent it on a ride over the left 
field fence for his 1st collegiate home run.  
Michael Ussery and Braxton Miller both 
added some more punch off the bench.  Both 
players clubbed doubles, Ussery’s double 
resulted in a run being scored for the 
Renegades.
