
Ohlone Prevails in Marathon against Solano 
 
 Ohlone ties game in 9th wins in 14th

Fremont, Ca-The Ohlone Renegades (7-2, 0-0) defeated the 
Solano Falcons by a score of 8-7 in 14 innings.  George Asmus earned 
the victory by throwing 1 inning in relief.  This game was called due to 
darkness on Thursday and finished at Solano on Saturday.  Brandon 
Arata, Matt Fontaine, Alika Pruett, and George Asmus all turned in 
great days in relief to secure the victory, after the amazing comeback 
on Wednesday; Ohlone still had some magic as they would rally on 3 
different occasions with their back against the door to take the game. 
In the bottom of the 9th, Ohlone found themselves down 4-2.  
Michael Di Rocco reached first on an error and set the table for Kyle 
Holmstrom.  Holmstrom delivered by hitting a line drive seed over 
the left field fence to tie the game at 4.

The game would remain tied until the 11th.  Solano would put one across and place Ohlone in a do or die 
situation.  The Renegades would respond by scoring a run with 2 outs.  With runners at 2nd and 3rd, 
Steven Ramos reached base on an errant throw by the Falcon third baseman.  Steven Zanders would 
score on the play to tie the game yet again. 

The two teams would stay dead locked all the way until Saturday.  In the top half of the 14th, Solano took 
advantage of some defensive mishaps by the Renegades and took a 2 run lead.  In the bottom of the 
14th, Ohlone would get things started with a walk to Michael Ussery.  Ramos would get an infield single, 
a play in which Ussery advanced to third.  After Ramos stole 2nd, Zach Johnson singled to right center 
with 1 out, to score both Ussery and Ramos to tie the game.  Ohlone wouldn’t stop there as they 
continued their rally.  Stephen Lacombe pinch ran for Johnson and moved over to 3rd base after a 
double by Michael Briseno.  Up stepped Josh Vidal who then lined a shot to center field.  The Falcon 
center fielder dove to catch the ball but was unable to make a play on the tagging Lacombe at 3rd, who 
scored easily to end the ballgame.  Ohlone won, again, in come back fashion 8-7. 

With the win, Ohlone moved to (7-2, 0-0) on the year.  The Renegades will finish up their non-
conference schedule later that Saturday against Solano.  Ohlone will then open up Coast-Pacific play by 
traveling to De Anza on Tuesday.  Game time is slated for 2:00pm.
