Newark deed restrlctlon not a problem

Anunforeseen problemwasdis-
closed last week with the plansfor
Ohlone’ sfutureNewark Center for
Health Sciences & Technology.

Theissuewasthat thelarge plot
of land that Ohlone had bought
from SunMicrosystemsinthesum-

mer of 2002 was not necessarily
approvedfor educational purposes.
The approximately 81-acre lot is
locatedintheNew Technology Park
subdivision and governed by its
CC&Rs or covenants, conditions
and restrictions. These CC&Rsare
decided by the other property own-
ersin the subdivision and regulate
how new properties can be devel-

Due to education not being in-
cluded in the CC&Rs, owners of
the majority of the property in the
subdivision could possibly block
Ohlonefrom building the new cen-
ter. This issue with in the CC&R
was not disclosed to Ohlone when
it bought the land and the school
remained ignorant of the possible

threat for quite sometime. It isnot
currently known who is respon-
sible for the oversight.

The eventua discovery of the
issueswith the CC& Rswascaused
by two events. John A. Sobrato,
chairman of Sobrato Devel opment
Companies, asked for more glaz-
ing to be added to the facade of the
