In a post-modern era of subjec-
tivity of morals, where students 
often do not believe they can make 
a difference at the moment, Liu 
urges others to seek out ways for 
young scholars to protest injustice 
all over the world.

“One may ask, what is my one 
voice? It will never make a differ-
ence. But the voices of many ones 
can come together to be the voice 
of many and it will be heard.”

College students have always 
been the ones to move public 
thought forward, from the civil 
rights eras of Martin Luther King 
to the Tiananmen Square massacre, 
young, socially aware and justice-
minded people have been the ones 
to make history.

“Students such as [Virginia Tech 
killer] Seung Hui Cho who have 
noticed social injustices such as 
this could have had other ways to 
vent their energy.

People with such passion have 

always been the ones changing 
the world; it is important that they 
understand that they can do so in a 
way that benefits society, such as 
Dr. King. Students should be made 
aware that they can do something 
about social injustices, that they can 
be heard and that they can do this 
in a right way.”

It is the responsibility of the 
fair-minded to look after the few 
and the weak when the majority 
and the strong attempt to overrun 
them and violate their basic human 
rights for selfish benefits.

We are responsible and our 
voices can be heard, Liu insisted.

Trustees on Wednesday discussed streamlining the path from 
high school to Ohlone to a four-year university.
