· Although there was some shuffling, nine of the top ten departments for the past five years remain among the top ten producers of WSCH for 2009-2010. Computer Studies fell to #12, and Speech became a Top 10 producer of WSCH for the first time. 
· Although rearranged, the Top 10 FTEF are the same ten departments as in the previous five years.
· Three departments had FTEF gains of more than 2 FTEF over the previous five year average (ATHL, BIOT, ESL), while six departments lost more than 2 FTEF from the five year average (PE, CS, BIOL, AH, ASL, RE).
· The Top 10 producers of WSCH account for 53.1% of the total WSCH.

· The Top 10 FTEF departments account for 53.7% of the total FTEF.

· With an average load efficiency of 654, 22 departments are above the average.

· 20 departments have a load efficiency below 525.
