Background and Demographics: District
Ohlone College District encompasses three cities within Alameda County: Fremont, Newark, and Union City. 21.4% of the county population resides within the Ohlone Community College District, a decline of 0.6% since 2007. The population of the district in 2009 was 312,791 residents, also a decline (-2.0%) from 2007. The dominant ethnic groups are Asian (35.8%) and White (28.7%); Hispanics (18.5%) represent the third largest ethnic group in the district. There has been growth in the district among Asians (+0.5%), but a decline among Whites (-0.5%) and Hispanics (-0.9%) since 2007.
In the city of Fremont, where 55.1% of Ohlone students reside, there is a culture of attainment: of the almost 69% of residents age 25 or over, 27.7% holds a baccalaureate degree and another 21.2% have earned graduate or professional degrees. Additionally, of the employed civilian population over the age of 16, over half (52.0%) work as management or as professionals.

Ohlone College generally reflects the ethnic distribution of the district. Asians are the largest ethnic group in both the district and the college (35.8% and 35.1%). Similarly, Whites are the second largest group (28.7% district, 26.4% college). Hispanics are the third largest in both the district and the college. In 2007, Hispanics were underrepresented at the college by 6.6%; now that margin has declined to 4.8%. Filipino/Pacific Islanders, with a student population of 8.3%, are below the district total of 10.2%. African-American students attend at a rate 1.0% above the district population.

11.6% of Ohlone students self-identify their ethnicity as “other.” If district-to-college comparisons are restricted to only those residents and students who identified with a specific ethnic category, the comparative percentages are Asian (36.9% district: 39.7% college), White (29.6%: 29.9%), Hispanic (19.1%: 15.5%), Filipino/Pacific Islander (10.6%: 9.3%), African-American (3.7%: 5.2%), and American Indian (0.2%: 0.4%).
Projections for college district enrollment growth coming from the California Community College Chancellor’s Office suggest that Ohlone College will grow at a ten year rate (14.1%) that ranks 65th out of 72 California community college districts. The fact that, over the same time period, county-wide growth among 18-19 year-olds is projected at 39.7% suggests Ohlone Community College District is “aging” and families with children are increasingly likely to reside elsewhere within the county.
Public School Information

There are three major high school districts that serve the Ohlone College District: Fremont Unified in Fremont, Newark Unified in Newark, and New Haven Unified in Union City. The combined student populations for grades 9-12 of those three districts provide a glimpse of prospective students. Notably, 35.0% of high school students in the district are Asian, 20.9% are white, 23.0% are Hispanic, and 12.0% are Filipino/Pacific Islander. African-Americans, at 6.9% of the high school population, are above both the district’s 3.6% and the college’s 4.6% populations. Since 2007 the biggest changes to the high school demographics in the district are the 8.4% increase in Asian high school population and the 5.0% increase in Hispanic high school population. White high school students since 2007 have declined by 5.7%.

School enrollment within the district for 2008-09 was 51,161, compared to 53,602 in 2006-07. This is a 4.6% decline over two years. High school enrollments in the district have gone from 18,482 in 2006-07 to 17,367 in 2008-09, a decrease of 7.7%. Additionally, high school graduation rates fell by 3.7% (from 88.3% to 84.6%) between 2006-07 and 2008-09. With fewer students enrolled in high school and a lesser percentage who are graduating, the already declining rate of college-going residents within the district (down 3.4% in two years) could continue to decline.
