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Transfer to the University of California campuses for 2009-10 are up almost one-fourth (24.5%) over the previous two years and are at their highest level ever. University of California at Berkeley is still the most popular destination for Ohlone students transferring to the UC system, and UC Davis continues to be a top choice, but 2009-10 saw dramatic gains for Ohlone students transferring to the UC campuses of San Diego and Santa Barbara. Transfer to California State University campuses declined dramatically (-31%) in 2009-10, but this was a trend statewide as CSUs severely limited enrollment for both transfer students and new freshmen in response to the state’s budget crisis Because of the loss of CSU transfers, total UC/CSU transfers from Ohlone fell 17.6% to levels not experienced since 1993.

In the recently released Accountability Reporting for Community Colleges (ARCC) report, a measure was developed to track student progress and achievement among the California community colleges by the CCC Chancellor’s Office. One measure was the percentage of first-time students who showed intent to complete and who achieved any of the following outcomes within six years: transferred to a four-year college; or earned an AA/AS; or earned a certificate of 18 or more units; or achieved “transfer directed” or “transfer prepared” status. By this measure, Ohlone was ranked second among 23 “peer” colleges, 7.8% above the peer group average and 12.4% above the average for all California community colleges.

The same report measured the percentage of first-time students who showed intent to complete and who earned at least 30 units while in the California Community College system. By this measure, Ohlone ranked fifth among 32 “peer” colleges, and Ohlone students were 3.7% above the statewide average and 5.3% above students at peer colleges.

In all seven measures of success in the ARCC report, Ohlone was above both the peer average and the statewide average. Only two other colleges among the 112 community colleges statewide achieved this level of success. Retention and Success Rates:

Retention measures the percent of students who were enrolled in a class at census and subsequently completed the course. Success measures the percentage of those students retained who received a grade of A, B, C, or CR.
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Compared to the statewide average for all 112 community colleges, Ohlone’s retention rate has been below the state rate for the past five years. In the past three years, however, the success rate has surpassed the statewide average.

In the Accountability Reporting for Community Colleges (ARCC) report, however, Ohlone’s persistence (year-to-year retention) and success rates compared favorably with those college’s the California Community College Chancellor’s Office identified as “peer” colleges. Ohlone’s persistence rate was 4.9% above the peer group average for the percentage of first-time students with a minimum of six units earned in a fall term and who returned and enrolled in the subsequent fall term anywhere in the community college system; also, Ohlone’s persistence rate was 10.7% above the California Community College (CCC) average on this measure. 

The ARCC report measured the annual successful course completion rate for credit vocational courses as well, and here Ohlone College was 5.6% above the peer group average and 6.0% above the CCC average. Additionally, there is a measure for successful course completion of credit basic skills courses. Here Ohlone scored above both the peer group average (by 4.4%) and above the CCC average (by 6.7%). Ohlone also scored above both the peer group average (by 10.6%) and the CCC average (by 14.0%) for improvement rates for credit basic skills courses, a measure of the percentage of students who successfully complete basic skills English or math at a level at least two courses below college/transfer courses and then successfully complete a higher level course in the same discipline.
