In the spirit of sister school friendship, based on the Implementation Agreement on
November 17, 2004, and inspired by the results of recent faculty and administrator visits and
curriculum exchange, both sides hereby enter into the following;

1. Faculty Exchange

(a) In the Spring of 2006, B will organize its delegation to visit Ohlone for better
understanding of the spirit and methodology of community college systems. It
will also continue discussions of curriculum development and exchange for the
international business trade and English courses. To make the visit more efficient
and fruitful, 4 will provide the following support: (1) sending invitation letter
based on B’s name list on time for visa application. (2) defining matching groups
of faculty members for a better preparation of the curriculum development and
exchange with B. (3) helping the Taizhou delegation for necessary support in
information and guidance.

(b) Both sides agree to have a wider range visit and cooperation after recent visits.

2. Student Exchange
Both sides agree to select less than five students from each school: (a) waiving
exchange students’ tuition for their visit. (b) helping exchange students solve any
boarding problems. (¢) Establishing Presidential Scholarships in each school to
help the exchange students.

3. A will keep working to strengthen the link between B and Chabot College for cooperation
in curriculum development for the Auto mechanic and maintenance training programs.
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
